In addition to food, what other values or traditions has he/she passed on to you and your family?
Personal stories or experiences that you may have had with this person: How has this person helped
you to understand and appreciate your Italian heritage?

Write a story with a minimum of 250 words on the above topic. Essays will not be accepted from
previous winners.

For full credit include at least 4 authentic visuals that represent your family heritage (copies/photos of
old pictures, personal documents or objects, etc.). Label each visual and describe what this item(s) is
in your essay.

Submit a signed attestation of the authenticity of your included visuals. This must be signed by an adult
family member. (Form included)

The completed assignment must be typed (handwritten submission will not be accepted) and submitted
on time in order to be considered for the contest. (Deadline: September 30, 2025) A copy of the scoring
rubric for the contest is attached.
